To: 1) transfer $20,000 from disaster reserves for hiring and training part-time, as needed structural safety inspectors for disaster recovery, to
be activated during a disaster; 2) transfer $900 from disaster reserves to increase extra expense supplemental insurance coverage, which pays
expenses that would not have been incurred if there had been no direct physical loss or damage, from $50,000 to $2,000,000 at an increased
annual cost of $3,320; 3) to increase business income supplemental insurance coverage, which pays for the actual loss of business revenue
PURPOSE: such as sewer fund revenue, from $110,000 to $5,000,000 at an increased annual cost of $3,950; 4) budget and appropriate $1,826 for

overtime expense for FMIT simplicity project insurance to inventory all recreation facilities including, recreation center, ballfields, skate park,
tennis courts and pools; 5) budget and appropriate $800 to extend the warranty for one year for the lightning protection systems at Community
Park and the recreation center. The FY11 insurance premium is prorated for partial year coverage. This amendment does not increase the
FY11 budget.
