$25,000 CASH REWARD  

For Help Solving String of

The Sanibel Police Department offers $25,000 cash reward for help in solving 
a string of burglaries having occurred along beachfront properties between 
the dates of November 14, 2012 and January 11, 2013.  These burglaries have 
occurred from the 500 block of East Gulf Drive to the 3400 block of West Gulf 
Drive on Sanibel.  
 
The burglaries appear to have taken place during late afternoon and early 
evening hours.  In each incident, the suspect has gained entry to the units 
through unlocked doors and sliders stealing mostly cash and jewelry from the 
units. “We are serious about stopping and solving these crimes.  If you know 
something; say something.  If your tip leads to an arrest, you will be eligible 
for the $25,000 cash reward,” stated Chief of Police William Tomlinson.
