RECOMMENDATION:  Reject bid submitted by Winfield Contracting, Inc. and
award Exterior Painting of City Hall Complex to Spectrum
Conftracting, Inc. in the amount of $52,316.00

The exterior of City Hall hasn't been painted in eight years (future paintings
will be scheduled on a 5-year cycle). It was last painted in 2005 at a cost of
$40,825. Specifications for the project were prepared and an Advertisement was
placed in the November 26, 2012 edition of the Ft. Myers News-Press.

In response to the ad, seven contractors submitted bids which were opened
and read aloud on December 20, 2012 in the presence of Jimmy Karras of Karras
Painting Co., Keith Williams, Scott Krawczuk and Tony Balog, all three from the
City. As per the attached bid tabulation, the low bid was submitted by Winfield
Conftracting, Inc. in the amount of $50,575.00. Winfield's bid did not comply with
the bonding requirements of the specifications. The second low bidder,
Spectrum Contracting, Inc., bid $52,316.00 for the painting work and did meet all
of the City’s specification requirements.

Staff recommends that Council reject the low bid submitted by Winfield
Contracting, Inc. and award the Exterior Painting of City Hall project to Spectrum
Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $52,316.00. The FY13 Capital Improvement
Budget includes $60,000 for this work.
