Vice Mayor Ruane spoke to the following:
· Police Pension Board of Trustees choose the investment manager

· Board of Trustees recommended adoption of Resolution 09-099

· Long-term investment goals  

· Changes to the policy was the allocation between equities, bonds and cash.  Board recommended that equity investment not to exceed 60% changed to not to exceed 65%

· Trustees felt and Mr. Chambers recommendation to change the percentage

· Additional recommendation was to limit international equity investments to 25% and capture some of the potential objectives and possible enhancements  

Chief Tomlinson stated there were 2 recommendations; 1) change indexes to track funds and compare favorably to actual investments; 2) changing bench markers used to measure funds to accurately reflect investments and acknowledge state rule changes in the policy which allows the pension fund to invest up to 25% internationally.  

Vice Mayor Ruane stated the large cap, mid-cap and small cap indicate there were different measures  and different indexes that were adhered to and trying to stay in the top 40% to continue to achieve and try to stay in the upper two to achieve results.  He further explained that during these challenges time Burgess Chambers had made changes by taking advantage to make necessary changes.

RESOLUTION 09-099 AMENDING THE CITY OF SANIBEL POLICE OFFICERS’ RETIREMENT SYSTEM INVESTMENT POLICY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Discussion ensued regarding what funds were bought, Chief Tomlinson answered that the Board owns mutual funds, index fund products and bonds, pension fund does not try to define markets, but pick good mutual funds and  people that have a good record, and if funds doing poorly would move money through the investment manager, Chief stated that the Police Pension diversified so one stock would not hurt the fund, Vice Mayor stated that one of the challenges was to get the diversification necessary and most mutual fund could liquidate at the end of the day and he continued to explain the process

After the meeting it was found that the audio equipment was not operational for the following portion of the meeting.  Therefore, the following portion of the minutes, are based upon the recollection of the City Clerk and staff.
Council re-convened the meeting at 2:16 p.m.  
Ms. Zimomra provided the background of the pensionable compensation issue concerning the Police Officers’ Pension Plan indicating that involuntary payments to the cafeteria plan have been included as pensionable compensation for members of the plan since the cafeteria plan was implemented in 1998. She further stated that a legal opinion from the pension plan attorney concluded that involuntary payments to the cafeteria plan should be excluded as pensionable income.  She explained that it was recommended that the error be corrected retroactive to October 1, 2008 only.  She further explained the employees would not receive a return of their overpayment to the pension plan, but would receive a credit toward their required contributions for next fiscal year beginning October 1, 2009.
