Ada Shissler spoke to Sanibel Beautiful, Inc., and cooperation of volunteers.

Mayor Ruane asked if the Special Events permit fee waiver request be moved forward.  Council agreed.

Presentation by Dennie Hamilton, CEO and Executive Vice President, Lee County Electric Cooperative regarding power outages

A short presentation was given by Dennie Hamilton, CEO and Executive Vice President of LCEC.
Discussion ensued regarding an electrical issue, problems with sailboats, raising the line over Pins Island Sound (the transmission line to Sanibel Island), time outage shown on PowerPoint in minutes seemed distorted, concerned that hurricane season begins, expectations, Mr. Hamilton stated a maintenance program was in place, improvements in 2007 and 2008, reviewing procedures, working with union for 24/7 coverage, benchmarking of LCEC performance not out of line, numbers updated through May, 2010, independent report coming from LCEC, important for communication of LCEC results, and the need for a timeline of LCEC improvements forward to City Manager.
Public Comments 
Ric Base, Executive Director Sanibel Captiva Chamber of Commerce spoke to a new reward card program through the Chamber for residents.  He requested a Council endorsement.
Discussion ensued regarding merchants having the ability to give discounts, successful program in Ft. Lauderdale, Chamber Board approved the reward card, Kiwanis have discount book and funds stay in the community.
Louise Johnson spoke to Sanibel being a residential island rather than a tourist island.  She further spoke to her concern of the resort development discussion as reported in the paper. 
Paul Reynolds spoke against the proposed Chamber reward card.
David Bath spoke to a concern regarding the oil spill and possible contamination. 

Ed Seibert spoke to Chevron being in the Tahiti Island field and had never leaked oil.  
Council Comments

Vice Mayor Denham spoke to the gulf event receiving a lot of attention.  He further stated the more immediate problem was freshwater releases from Lake Okeechobee. 
Councilman Jennings asked what the City plans were for fireworks.  He also spoke to the oil spill and the US Sugar land acquisition.

Ms. Zimomra stated that there was no budget for fireworks and no sponsor had come forward.

Councilman Harrity agreed with Vice Mayor Denham’s statement regarding Lake Okeechobee.

Mayor Ruane recognized Patty Sousa.
Public Comment

Patty Sousa spoke to a previous request in 2007, providing Council with Bike Magazine and the designation would help future residents and asked for Council’s approval.  She reminded Council of the Shared Use Master Path and the inclusion of applying to be a “Bike Friendly Community.”  She also stated it would require staff time and a letter would be sent regarding the status.

Discussion ensued regarding width of bike paths and need an appropriate size, Master Plan quotes the Shared Use Paths would be at least eight feet, Council would not want to contradict what has been decided in the past, what letter of support was needed, Planning, Police and Public Works Departments would be involved, and why not wait until the next round of application in six months.
Ms. Zimomra stated that Council never made a commitment and the application asked if certain standards were met and the next push may be whatever would be in a deficiency letter. 

Mayor Ruane moved, seconded by Councilman Jennings, to direct staff to apply to be a Bicycle Friendly Community designation and in the event Sanibel was not deemed as the lowest level being the bronze level, and the designation would have no cost indication.

Discussion ensued regarding Vice Mayor Denham revising on the Water Quality goal and goals would be brought back at the Tuesday, July 20, 2010 meeting. 
Staff update regarding Recreation Center User Fees
Ms. Zimomra spoke to:

· Taking a regional survey from governmental, non-profit and private sector
· Recreation and Parks Committee would like to weigh in on recommendations

· Slightly below the regional average

· Staff would bring recommendations

Staff update regarding the establishment of fees for the use of the parking lot and gazebo (post construction) at Community Park, 2231 Periwinkle Way 
Ms. Zimomra spoke to a request for established fees for Community Park and staff recommendation(s) would be forthcoming.  She also spoke to establishing fees for the gazebo to be built at Community Park and if someone utilizes the parking lot should there be a fee. 
Discussion ensued regarding encouraging residents to use Community Park, should double fee for non-residents, and the fee should be a $50 per day differential at $100 per day. 
Staff update regarding the Sewer Rate Study and next steps
Ms. Zimomra stated the normal study cost about $12,000 and staff recommended foregoing the rate study, but continue the 3% indexing. 

Vice Mayor Denham moved, seconded by Councilman Harrity, to approve the $12,000 cost savings and increase sewer rates by 3%.

Cost savings for Legislative Department to follow Records Retention Schedule
Ms. Zimomra spoke to the recommendation from the City Clerk to save money by reducing the cost of the off-island storage.  She further explained that the City was paying to store Council, Planning Commission and Committee tapes.  She also explained that staff does not know the condition of tapes since they were kept in a non-air condition storage unit.
Public Comment

Karen Storjohann spoke against destroying the audio tapes and keeping at least the first 10 years.
Mr. Cuyler explained that the City Clerk was very familiar with the State retention schedule.  He also spoke to the cost of keeping audio tapes and relevance of tapes.  He stated that Council could set time and allow records to be kept for administrative value.

Ms. Zimomra recommended writing the President of the Historical Committee and see if they would like to go through them for historical reasons.

Discussion ensued regarding an alternative to reduce by destroying committee audio tapes, reviewing the space reduction after removing committee tapes, maybe committee want their tapes and propose getting rid of committee audio tapes and review the remaining tapes at a future Council meeting. 
Vice Mayor Denham moved, seconded by Councilman Harrity, to direct staff to remove all committee tapes and staff bring back information regarding what is left to Council in August.

Emilee Alfino suggested larger homes keeping audio tapes.
